     I know Lisa doesnôt like 

the spotlight, but, since she 

doesnôt currently have the 

ability to directly edit the 

Newsletter, Iôm going to 

shine a little light anyway. 

     Itôs impossible to list  

everything she does.  Sheôs a 

small business owner; a full 
time, single Mom; event 

planner; marketer; interior 

designer; art specifier;  

installation coordinator;  

product designer; new puppy 

owner; encourager and is 

willing to be understanding 

when I miss a deadline.   

     The other day, Lisa sent 

me an email at 3:30 in the 

morning! (I didnôt get it ôtil 
9.) Thatôs commitment! 

     Thank you Lisa, for your 

dedication, hard work and 

friendship! 
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 Dixie Frank fell in love with nature at a very young age.  She can remember asking her mother 

what the word óhumanitarianô meant.  Once her mom explained that the word essentially meant someone 

who loved and tried to help humanity, she firmly declared, ñWell, I guess Iôm an animaltarianò. 
 

 She always drew critters of all shapes and sizes when she was little, continued to draw them all 

through her education and even during her time in a ójobô.  There came a time when she decided that having 
a ójobô didnôt give her enough freedom or provide enough creative potential.  She decided to strike out on 

her own by combining the two things she loves the most ï animals and art. 
 

 While Dixie occasionally creates art just for herself or creates other types of commission work, she 

primarily focuses on Pet Portraits.  You can see some of the samples of her work with this article.  What sets Dixie 

apart, though, is her understanding of people and their pets.  Being a pet owner and animal lover, herself, she knows 

how much a part of the family a pet becomes.  She takes extra steps to make the work particularly special for her 

clients. 
 

 A recent project holds a perfect example of the care she takes.  She met a woman whose 

husband, Ed, is blind and uses a Seeing Eye dog (talk about a bond).  Edôs birthday was coming 

up soon and his wife, Bo, really wanted have a pet portrait done for him. 
 

 Dixie met with the couple and their companion, Boomer, to gather information. She 

discovered that they had, for their honeymoon, traveled to Switzerland to visit one of the original 

schools for Seeing Eye dogs.  During their tour, they were offered the door from one of the  

original kennels.  Dixie immediately knew that the painting had to go on that piece of history. 
 

 She didnôt stop there.  She did some research on Seeing Eye dogs in general.  During 

her search, she discovered news of the first canine graduate of the Swiss school and the man he 

went to in Tennessee, one Morris Frank.  With the article came a photo Mr. Frank and the dog, 

which Dixie used to óposeô Ed and Boomer. The caption (in French), ñThe Eye That Seesò comes 

from a plaque located at the school in Switzerland.  The image with this article shows the final 

results. 
 

 Yes, Ed will never be able to see the work, but Iôm pretty sure he knows exactly where it is, thinks about it 

every time he walks past it and would talk your ear off about it at the drop of a hat.  What better way to serve a  

client? 
 

 Dixie strives to make owners a part of the entire creation process.  She starts with gathering and/or taking 

pictures of the animal(s) to be included.  As soon as she has the images and info she needs, she returns to her 

studio and creates the initial layout.  That layout is then emailed to the client to approve and/or make  

suggestions.  About once a week throughout the project she emails the client óin-progressô pictures.  The  

clients are totally included in the creative process and even encouraged to make ótweaksô that will further 

personalize the work.  How great is that? 
 

 Price and the amount of time it will take to complete the project varies according the number of  

animals, the size, the intricacy of the background, etc.  However, sheôs usually able to complete a single  
animal, 11ò x 14ò painting in under two weeks.   

 

 These works of art are wonderful.  Theyôre great as gifts for your family and friends 

(and, of course, for yourself).  Thereôs still plenty of time to get your project on Dixieôs list 

for completion before Christmas, but hurry, spaces are going fast.
